You've probably heard me describe a similar protlkasmost seminarians experience when they follow
their calling to serve God’s church to grad schiogirepare to become ministers. Generally speakiagy
first year seminarians — even those who paid attermt Sunday School and confirmation, who readrthe
Bibles devotionally, and have kept pretty infornaxbut the life of faith as spelled out in Scriptargo
through a challenging period of disorientationhait introductory Bible classes, which has beertiesd by
some as “deconstruction.”

They are faced with new information, things theyareknew or had overlooked in their previous stafly
the Bible. Faced with this new information — tHagre are actually two different Creation narrativethe early
chapters of Genesis, and they seem to contradibt@her about the order and the relationshiphefitst
humans (“what do you mean they’re not named ‘AdafBw&’'?”), or that Moses didn’t actually write thest 5
books of the Bible, that the first three Gospelgeha different sequence of events than those destin the
one written last, John, and that scholars belibaerot all of the letters ascribed to the ApoBdéel were
actually written by him — some appear to lose faitthe process, some walk away from the Biblegi@h and
the Church altogether.

Recently, a friend of mine going all the way bagligh school who is currently an atheist, sharedrati-
faith meme on Facebook intended I'm sure to shocksaun the naive Christian believer, titled “Chiaisity:
12 Painful Facts.” Coming from an atheist blog, dniécle attempted to reveal startling truths thaty believe
would, if known to the common everyday Christianiyel us all from the faith we gather each Sunday to
celebrate in worship.

The first fact announces that Mark, the earliessfigd, was written 40 or so years after the tim@esius,
not by one of Jesus’ contemporary disciples. Anotpainful fact” tells us that the author of Matthewritten
about 20 years later, borrowed extensively fromKkyland another lets out the secret that the folsp@ls were
not actually written by people named Matthew, Mankie or John, but are actually anonymous writings.
Another fact celebrates that numerous Biblicaldexintain “forgeries, contradictions and errors.”

The point of the article, driven home by the tohéhe author seeking to present these “facts ad if silly
Christians, like you and me, only knew how theilyHBook came together, and how limited the humahaens
were, and the kind of mistakes that they made weatvould all wake up from our delusional beligfbandon
the Church and faith, and become rationalist/hustanust like them.

So, | had two immediate responses to the artictdl (three, but | can’t print the first words tlame out of
my mouth). First, is that |, as a Biblical schadaud teacher in the everyday life of our Church,omdy was
aware of these so-called secret, “painful factsf’that | have always taught and preached abosettiengs in
my Bible study classes and sermons. They are wellvk to me, and to anyone who'’s taken modern
scholarship of the Bible seriously, and many ofttienlogians | have most relied upon in my perséaitth as
well as my professional life as a minister are pedige Walter Brueggemann, Marcus Borg, Dominio$aan,
Bishop John Shelby Spong and others, who teack trezy truths, and I've tried to follow their exal®eof
sharing the best known and most accurate acadesgarch that | can lay my hands on with those ofwioo
listen to me week after week in sermons and ineBgblidies.



My second response is that these so-called “pafati$ and secrets” about the Bible would onlyrdiss a
person if they believed that the Bible were sonma&l kaf Divinely dictated source material, expecitiintp be
untouched by human hands and the thoughts anddiviee cultures that developed them, often ovatuwés
with the Hebrew Bible, that we call the Old Testameand decades in the case of the New Testanmetite |
mainline Protestant movement, we have not talkediaithve Bible that way for a long, long time. IetdCC,
we often say, “We take the Bible seriously, butlitetally,” for this very reason.

But it has occurred to me that many people in tR€land other mainline Christian traditions havepéal
reading the Bible for exactly this reason, becomimgssence illiterate when it comes to the texas share the
stories and experiences of God’s peoples that ey faith is built upon. Or perhaps they've stoppeading
the Bible because of portrayed tensions betweeretilescience and knowledge that shapes their, lwm@sging
them into tension with the way some Christians hder@anded that Genesis be read as an explanatiba of
origins of things, resulting in places like the &ien Museum and the Ark water park, and a level of
intellectual disconnect that feels unattractivey aifly.

Or perhaps they’ve stumbled upon some of the miotent and cruel stories in the texts, like the aren
the Israelites are told by God that they shoulihgm the land of Canaan and kill every person aretyeanimal
that already dwells there... women, children, anddteck and pets. Why would anyone want to readstioay,
no wonder many people have stopped reading tha, light? It's no surprise then that so many of foi@nds
and neighbors have given up on organized religgtopped believing in Christian texts and teachiiniat’s
the God we’re told to pray to, one as cold and tHthorty as that. Like a first year seminarian, tfgmolition
of faith has left nothing behind that appears t@bany value.

But many progressive Christians have come to aenstahding of faith that puts those stories ofenck
into a context where they can be understood ntiteag/ay to live but as examples of the human faitor
comprehend a God who calls all people into loviagnmunity. And, we have also learned that the pweds
these texts, at times mythic in nature, is notteemapt to give a thorough scientific explanatiorGafd’s
creation, they don't tell us how it happened atlibginning of time, but rather reveal to us whatl@oalways
doing in every time. And, a perfectly reasonablprapch to faith is quite compatible with sciende’achings.
There is an approach to Christian spirituality tia&es seriously our biblical narratives, yet igmninded,
reasonable and seeks above all to point us tovaargdgrson of God we see modeled in the life anthiegs of
Jesus, who calls us to love God and life, and eighbors as ourselves.

As C.S. Lewis once wrote, “It is Christ himselftitloe Bible, who is the true Word of God. The Rihlead
in the right spirit and with the guidance of goedchers, will bring us to (Jesus). We must notlhedible as
a sort of encyclopedia out of which texts can lkenafor use as weapons.”

The trick is, once you’ve done the work of demolitj once you've removed all that has proven
unnecessary, unhelpful and in the way, you ther hatake what is left, what truth, what meaningatsense
of purpose is worth retaining and begin to shapeva and meaningful expression of faith that is appate for
these new and challenging times.
